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Abstract:

At present, national development is increasingly
defined by technological and scientific advancement,
with a strong emphasis on competitive advantage.
Although technological progress is widely emphasized,
the primary agent responsible for its development and
application is human capital, and human development
plays a crucial role in national development indices.

Human development varies across countries, and
nations that have effectively developed it tend to
progress more rapidly. Socio-economic conditions,
government  policies, historical traditions, and
demographic factors such as age, gender, and social
status® influence this variation. Among these, youth
represent a particularly important demographic group
due to their developmental potential and contribution to
society.

Youth play a central role in economic, social,
political, and  cultural  development  through
participation, innovation, and knowledge creation’.
Many countries emphasize youth participation in
development  policies, investing in  education,
employment, and capacity building as part of
sustainable development strategies.

Introduction

Rapid advancements in science, technology, and innovation have significantly
expanded the scope of global social development, transformed lifestyles and required

new policy directions.

Maintaining competitiveness in this dynamic environment is one of the major
challenges of modern societies. Continuous adaptation and integration of scientific
progress into national development strategies are essential.

Youth, as the key force shaping the future, play a critical role in addressing these
challenges due to their adaptability, capacity for learning, and openness to innovation.
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Therefore, understanding their social role and leadership capacity is essential for both
theory and policy.

Internationally, youth participation has become a central focus of development
research and policy. Key frameworks include:

o The United Nations 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development, emphasizing
youth inclusion in peace and development processes'.

« UNESCO’s work on youth participation in education governance?.

« UNICEF research on youth engagement and protection®.

e Positive Youth Development (PYD) theory, which emphasizes strengths-based
approaches to youth engagement®.

Despite progress, implementation gaps remain due to political, institutional, and
economic constraints. Nevertheless, youth are increasingly recognized as active
contributors rather than passive recipients of development.

Main Body

Youth represent approximately one-quarter® of the global population and over
30% of Mongolia’s population®. Traditionally defined as individuals aged 16-30, this
range is increasingly extended to 35 in modern research 7. Family, education,
employment, media, and institutional support systems influence youth development®.
They are widely recognized as a key development force due to:

o Large demographic representation

o High physical and intellectual capacity

o Rapid adaptability to new knowledge and technologies

o Contribution to innovation and productivity

 Ability to promote modernization and social transformation

Several theoretical models explain youth participation, including risk-based and
engagement-based approaches. This study focuses on the Positive Engagement Model.

1. Positive Engagement Model

The positive youth engagement model has been actively developed since the early
1990s, placing greater emphasis on positive youth development. In contrast, policies
targeting young people before the 1990s were mainly focused on risk reduction. This
approach has shifted toward prioritizing the enhancement of youth participation and
engagement’.

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In particular, in the joint work of Karen and Pittman, it is emphasized that in order
to address the challenges faced by young people, there is a need to actively support their
participation and development.

Furthermore, the positive engagement model is based on the view that young
people should be regarded as active participants, decision-makers, and innovators. It
also highlights that their digital skills make a tangible contribution to improving society.
For instance, policies and decisions aimed at supporting youth participation are
considered to be more responsive, innovative, and sustainable when they incorporate
young people’s engagement, initiative, perspectives, and opinions'’. Key assumptions
include:

e Youth are equal members of society

e Youth contribute to innovation and social development

e Youth strengthen civic participation and governance

e Youth increase social capital and sustainability

This model aligns with modern governance approaches emphasizing inclusivity
and innovation.

2. Risk Model

According to the Risk Model, youth are considered a group that may pose certain
challenges to national security under the influence of globalization and are viewed as
the most vulnerable population group to social conflicts. They are often described as
being highly exposed to diverse information environments, where behavioral patterns
and actions may increase security-related risks'!.

From this perspective, youth behavior and attitudes are not formed solely through
individual free choice but are instead shaped through a complex interaction of social,
economic, psychological, and ideological factors'2. Within this framework, five major
categories of influencing factors are commonly used to explain youth behavior:

e Ideological factors: These include misinformation, ideological influence, and
propaganda in digital environments, which significantly shape perceptions.

o Psychological factors: These involve internal motivations such as identity
formation, belonging needs, and cognitive diversity.

e Social factors: These include peer influence, family environment, and
educational systems.

e Political and economic factors: These involve inequality, discrimination,
socio-economic conditions, and political environments.

o Technological factors: These refer to the impact of digital technologies, social
media, and patterns of technology use, which strongly influence youth attitudes and
behaviors.

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Together, these factors are used to explain the complexity of youth behavioral
formation under modern social conditions.

3. Hybrid Model

The Hybrid Model views youth not solely as a resource or a risk but as both
simultaneously. Scholars in this field describe youth as active contributors to societal
development while also acknowledging that, under certain conditions, they may become
sources of instability. At the same time, youth are considered highly adaptive and
dynamic actors within social systems'?.

According to Richard M. Lerner, if youth are protected from negative social
conditions, they can be developed into a positive developmental resource capable of
guiding society toward constructive outcomes. However, achieving such outcomes
requires sustained investment; otherwise, insufficient support may increase the
likelihood of risk-related outcomes.

This model emphasizes that youth development is strongly influenced by
structural conditions such as economic inequality, access to education, and employment
opportunities. Therefore, effective policy interventions in these areas are essential for
promoting positive youth outcomes and ensuring sustainable societal development.
Based on this conceptual framework, United Nations Security Council Resolution 2250
outlines five key pillars for youth-focused policy:

e Participation: Ensuring youth involvement in decision-making processes;

e Protection: Safeguarding youth from conflict, violence, and harmful
influences;

o Prevention: Addressing root causes of conflict and social instability;

e Partnership: Strengthening collaboration between governments, civil society,
and international organizations;

e Disengagement and Reintegration: Supporting youth affected by conflict to
reintegrate into society.

These principles highlight the importance of integrating youth into peacebuilding and
development frameworks at both national and international levels.

Contemporary Status of Youth Social and Political

Participation in Mongolia

As of 2023, there are 1,011,958 young people aged 15-34 living in Mongolia,
accounting for approximately 29% of the total population. Of this group, 49.5% are
female, and 50.5% are male. According to statistics published in 2022 by the Ministry
of Family, Labour and Social Protection, the educational attainment of young people is
as follows: 2% have no formal education, 4% have technical and vocational education,
66% have completed general secondary education, and 28% hold a higher education
degree. In addition, young people constitute 42.2% of the total working-age population,
indicating that they represent an active and significant social group.

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Accordingly, to determine the level of youth participation, which forms a
substantial part of the socially active population, we will examine certain parts of the
“Analysis of the Situation of Youth in Mongolia” report conducted within the
framework of the Government of Mongolia and the United Nations Population Fund’s
Country Programme Support VII, as well as baseline research carried out during the
development of the “Youth Development Strategy 2026—2030” policy document by the
Ministry of Culture, Sports, Tourism and Y outh.

Within these studies, the situation of young people in Mongolia has been analyzed
by dividing it into specific categories, covering the following main areas:

- Education,

- Employment,

- Civic engagement,

- Social inclusion,

- Reflecting the multidimensional nature of youth development in Mongolia.

The assessment of youth development in Mongolia has been conducted across
five key dimensions: health, education, employment, political participation, and civic
engagement. Among these, the political participation component reveals particularly
important findings.

As shown in Figure I, the youth development index over the past decade has
remained relatively stable, fluctuating between 0.75 and 0.80. This indicates that
Mongolia is classified among countries with a relatively high youth development index.
However, political and civic participation indicators remain significantly lower,
consistently below 0.4, highlighting a persistent imbalance between human
development outcomes and participatory engagement'*,

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A further indicator of limited youth participation is reflected in electoral
involvement, including representation in decision-making bodies.

As illustrated in figure 2 (Citizens’ Representative Khural members by age,
gender, and region) and figure 3 (Members of Parliament by age and gender), youth
representation at both local and national levels remains extremely low between 2008
and 2023"5.

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Additionally, demonstrates voter turnout in the 2021 presidential election. Youth
groups aged 20-24, 25-29, and 30-34 exhibited the lowest participation rates,
approximately 9.3% below the national average and 18.4% lower than middle-aged and
elderly groups.

These findings collectively indicate that despite relatively strong human
development indicators, youth political engagement in Mongolia remains weak and
structurally constrained.

Challenges Faced by Youth in Their Social Roles and Participation

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Although scholars widely recognize youth as a key force for social
transformation, innovation, and sustainable development, empirical evidence suggests
that youth participation and engagement remain insufficient in practice.

In Mongolia, several policy and legal frameworks have been introduced to support
youth development, including the Youth Development Strategy 2026—2030 and the Law
on Youth Development Support. However, implementation outcomes remain limited due
to a combination of structural, institutional, and socio-cultural factors. The following
key challenges contribute to low youth participation and leadership capacity:

- Youth often exhibit distrust toward previous generations, leading to
disengagement from social and political processes and a tendency to “wait for their
opportunity.”

- Psychological barriers such as low self-confidence and dependence on external
guidance reduce independent decision-making and leadership behavior.

- A strong future-oriented mindset often leads to neglect of present social issues,
with youth preferring to wait for more favorable conditions rather than engaging
actively.

- Limited resources and lack of experience constrain youth participation and
leadership development. World Bank research indicates that although youth
entrepreneurship interest is high, access to financing, mentorship, and institutional
support remains insufficient.

- Generational bias from older cohorts, who often perceive youth as inexperienced
and unstable, restricts their access to leadership roles and decision-making positions.

- The education system has limited capacity to develop critical skills such as
critical thinking, creativity, and 1nitiative, which are essential for leadership
development.

- Globalization has influenced youth aspirations, increasing the tendency to seek
better opportunities elsewhere rather than actively transforming local conditions.

As a result of these interrelated factors, youth participation in social, political, and
leadership processes remains at a suboptimal level.

Conclusion
This article examined theoretical approaches to youth roles and leadership,
international research trends, and the current state of youth social and political
participation in Mongolia. The findings indicate that although youth constitute a
significant proportion of the population and represent a key resource for economic,
social, and political development, their actual level of participation—particularly in
political and civic spheres—remains insufficient.

Despite the existence of legal and policy frameworks such as the Youth
Development Support Law and the Youth Development Strategy 2026-2030,
implementation mechanisms remain weak. In particular, institutional capacity for
ensuring meaningful participation, as well as monitoring and evaluation systems, is not

sufficiently developed, which limits policy effectiveness. The study identifies several
key factors contributing to low youth participation:

- Persistent social perceptions of youth as inexperienced and unstable

- Institutional culture that limits trust in youth participation in decision-making
processes

- Limited financial, structural, and institutional support mechanisms

- Insufficient emphasis on leadership, civic education, and practical participation
skills in the education system

- Relatively weak development of self-confidence and social responsibility among
youth

- Changing values and aspirations influenced by globalization and mobility
These findings suggest that youth should not be viewed only as future contributors to
development, but as active stakeholders capable of participating in decision-making
processes in the present. Strengthening this role is essential for ensuring long-term
sustainable development.

Recommendations
Based on the findings of this study, the following recommendations are proposed to
enhance youth participation and leadership in society:

1. Institutionalizing meaningful youth participation

It is necessary to move youth engagement from a symbolic level to a substantive
level of shared decision-making. This requires ensuring mandatory youth participation
in all stages of policy formulation and implementation at both national and local levels.
In addition, transparent mechanisms should be introduced to report how youth input is
incorporated into final policy decisions.

2. Reforming the education system

Civic education, leadership development, critical thinking, and participatory
learning methodologies should be systematically integrated at all levels of education.
This would enable youth to transition from passive recipients of knowledge to active
problem-solvers and socially responsible citizens.

3. Expanding financial and institutional support

There is a need to expand financial and institutional mechanisms that support
youth initiatives. In particular, sustainable funding systems should be established for
youth-led projects, volunteer initiatives, and innovation-based activities to ensure long-
term impact and continuity.

4. Promoting intergenerational cooperation

A culture of shared leadership between youth and older generations should be
developed. Institutional frameworks should encourage viewing youth not as subjects of
control but as equal partners in development processes. Such an approach is essential
for building trust, motivation, and active engagement among young people.

5. Strengthening monitoring and evaluation systems
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Comprehensive qualitative and quantitative indicators should be developed to
assess youth participation outcomes. Regular monitoring and research should be
conducted to measure not only the level of participation but also its quality and impact
on governance and social development.
