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citizens can contribute to resilience-building efforts.
Additionally, it defines the characteristics of a patriotic
Mongolian and assesses the capacity of the Mongolian
National Defense University to train such individuals.
Finally, the study assesses how the university’s annual
objectives align with national resilience priorities and
the cultivation of patriotic citizens.

The findings aim to support the development of a
coherent and context-specific National Resilience
Strategy for Mongolia that integrates defense, disaster
management, and patriotic education to strengthen the
country’s overall resilience.

l. INTRODUCTION

In today’s increasingly complex international geopolitical environment, the ability
of nations to withstand, overcome, and respond to external threats—including political
pressure, soft power influence, and various forms of strategic coercion—has become
critically important. At the same time, countries must be prepared to endure and rapidly
recover from a wide range of internal and external challenges, such as natural disasters,
climate change, outbreaks of infectious diseases, human-caused and non-human-caused
accidents, as well as terrorist incidents and cyberattacks. Strengthening national capacity
to anticipate, resist, and recover from these threats is therefore essential for ensuring
long-term security, stability, and resilience.

National resilience: National resilience refers to a nation’s capacity to withstand,
adapt to, recover from, and ultimately thrive in the face of adverse conditions, including
natural disasters, economic shocks, cyberattacks, and threats to national security. It
involves anticipating potential risks, reducing their impact through preparedness and
mitigation, and responding effectively when disruptions occur. In this sense, national
resilience reflects a comprehensive and coordinated approach to safeguarding societal
stability and state functionality in times of crisis®.

The main components of national resilience encompass several interrelated
capabilities that enable a country to withstand and recover from crises. These include:

1. Economic resilience: The capacity to absorb economic shocks and rapidly
restore essential economic activities following disasters or disruptions.

2. Infrastructure resilience: The ability to maintain and ensure the reliable
functioning of critical infrastructure systems, including transportation, communication
networks, and energy supply.

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3. Social resilience: The strength of social cohesion, community networks, and
public well-being, particularly about mental health and social support during times of
crisis.

4. Political resilience: The capability of government institutions to maintain
continuity, uphold legitimacy, and make timely, effective decisions under stressful
conditions.

5. Security and defense resilience: The capacity to prevent, detect, and respond to
both physical and cyber threats through robust national security and defense systems.

6. Environmental resilience: Efforts to protect ecosystems, promote sustainable
resource management, and mitigate the effects of climate change to reduce
environmental vulnerabilities.

Currently, eight countries worldwide—including Japan, the Dominican Republic,
Malawi, Lesotho, and Lao PDR—have formally developed and implemented
comprehensive “National Resilience Strategies” or “National Resilience Frameworks.”
In addition, recent studies highlight similar national resilience models in Sweden, Israel,
and Australia. These strategies outline long-term, multisectoral approaches to
preparedness, disaster risk reduction, sustainable development, and the strengthening of
societal and institutional resilience?.

A total of 129 countries have adopted and implemented national disaster risk
reduction strategies aligned with their respective National Security Concepts and the
Sendai Framework for Disaster Risk Reduction 2015-2030.

As of June 2023, 128 out of 198 countries—approximately 65%—have developed
national adaptation plans to mitigate and respond to the impacts of climate change,
reflecting a growing global commitment to strengthening resilience against both natural
and human-induced hazards®.

Many countries have developed national resilience strategies or frameworks to
enhance their capacity to respond to and manage a wide range of threats, including
natural disasters, security challenges, cyberattacks, and public health crises. For
instance:

joint response among member states.

Japan

v' Japan places a strong emphasis on disaster resilience, driven by the nation’s
frequent exposure to typhoons, earthquakes, and other natural hazards.

v The National Resilience Framework Act (2013) underscores the importance of
disaster prevention, preparedness, and rapid recovery to minimize societal and economic
disruption.

Our two neighboring countries, the People’s Republic of China and the Russian
Federation, have developed comprehensive strategies and systems aimed at
strengthening national resilience. These approaches take into account the
multidimensional aspects of national security, economic stability, and social well-being,
reflecting their efforts to address both internal and external challenges.

People’s Republic of China

China’s national resilience model is encapsulated in the “Comprehensive National
Security” concept, first articulated by XilJinping in 2014. This holistic security
framework extends beyond traditional defense to include political, economic, military,
cultural, social, technological, informational, ecological, resource, nuclear, and other
emerging security domains. The goal is to ensure people’s security, safeguard national
sovereignty, and support development and stability. Over time, the scope has expanded
further to address modern threats such as cybersecurity, ecological risks, and
overseas-interest protection. Institutional reforms, legislation, and security planning
under this framework embed the concept across all levels of governance and national
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strategy*. Aligned with its broader national resilience objectives, China’s National
Climate Change Adaptation Strategy 2035 outlines measures to enhance the country’s
capacity to adapt to climate change. The strategy emphasizes climate monitoring, the
development of resilient infrastructure, and the adoption of sustainable development
approaches to reduce vulnerability and strengthen long-term national resilience. The
“Made in China 2025” initiative seeks to transform China into a leading global
manufacturing power by enhancing innovation, reducing reliance on foreign technology,
and strengthening economic resilience. Through the development of advanced industries
and technological self-sufficiency, the initiative aims to support sustainable economic
growth and bolster the nation’s capacity to withstand external economic shocks.

Russian Federation

Russia’s national resilience framework was most recently updated in 2021 through
its National Security Strategy. The strategy identifies key areas of focus, including
national defense, state and public security, economic stability, and the preservation of
cultural values. It emphasizes the critical role of internal security, political stability, and
sustainable economic development in enhancing the country’s capacity to withstand and
respond to a wide range of domestic and external threats®. Under the leadership of the
Russian Ministry of Emergency Situations (Ministry of Civil Protection, Emergencies,
and Disaster Mitigation), Russia has established a comprehensive National Disaster Risk
Reduction System. This system integrates the efforts of both state and non-state
organizations to enhance the country’s capacity to prevent, respond to, and mitigate the
consequences of natural and human-made disasters.

Both China and Russia continue to advance their national resilience strategies to

address emerging global challenges, including geopolitical tensions, economic
uncertainties, environmental risks, and technological threats.
Mongolia has enacted a range of laws and legal documents designed to strengthen
national resilience, providing a legal framework to enhance the country’s capacity to
prevent, respond to, and recover from various internal and external threats. Examples of
such legal and policy documents include the Constitution of Mongolia; the Mongolian
National Security Concept; Vision-2050: Mongolia’s Long-Term Development Policy;
and sector-specific laws such as the Law on Urban Development, the Law on
Occupational Safety and Health, the Law on Political Parties, the Law on National
Security, the Law on Fire Safety, the Law on Cybersecurity, the Law on Ensuring Food
Safety, the Law on Road Traffic Safety, the Law on National Defense, the Law on the
Fundamentals of Mongolian Defense Policy, and the Law on Environmental Protection,
among others.

Currently, Mongolia has not yet developed a formal National Resilience Strategy.
During the 2024 Strategic Meeting of the Armed Forces Leadership Team—nheld in an
expanded format under the theme “Risks and Challenges to the Existential Security of
Mongolia and Changes in the Leadership’s Mindset”—President Ukhnaagiin

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Khurelsukh, Commander-in-Chief of the Armed Forces, emphasized the urgent need to
develop and implement such a strategy. He instructed the leadership team to base the
strategy on Mongolia’s existing defense and disaster management systems, with the
goals of preventing potential threats and hazards, minimizing damage from disasters,
and ensuring the capacity and readiness to restore state and societal functions
effectively®. Prime Minister of Mongolia, L.Oyun-Erdene, attended a meeting of the
leadership of the “Defense Revitalization” sector and highlighted that the objective of
enhancing the “Resilience Capability—Defense System” has been incorporated into the
Government’s 20242028 Action Program’. In his opening speech at the first expanded
emergency meeting of the Ministry of Defense on January 6, 2025, Minister of Defense
Sandagiin Byambatsogt declared 2025 as the “Year of Patriotic Mongolia — the Great
Revival”®. As part of these initiatives, Minister of Defense Sandagiin Byambatsogt
announced a speech competition for all personnel within the defense sector, focusing on
the theme “Patriotic Mongolia — National Resilience.” This demonstrates that the
President, Prime Minister, and Minister of Defense of Mongolia are placing significant
emphasis on the development and implementation of a National Resilience Strategy.

I. PATRIOTIC MONGOLIA

Patriotism is defined as a feeling of love, loyalty, and devotion to one’s country,
which often motivates citizens to contribute positively to the welfare and resilience of
the nation®. Patriotism encompasses a sense of pride in a nation’s culture, history,
values, and achievements. Citizens may express their patriotism by supporting national
interests, fulfilling civic responsibilities, respecting state institutions, and contributing to
the welfare of society. Expressions of patriotism can take many forms, ranging from
creative civic engagement and community service to more formal demonstrations of
national pride, such as celebrating national holidays or participating in the singing of the
national anthem.

Patriotism plays a crucial role in enhancing national resilience by fostering social
cohesion, promoting collective action, and encouraging a sense of civic responsibility
among citizens®.

Economic Stability: Patriotism can encourage individuals to support domestic
businesses and industries, reduce reliance on foreign goods and services, and contribute
to the development of an independent and resilient national economy.

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Recovering from Crisis: Patriotic literature, narratives, and storytelling can help
unify communities in the aftermath of events such as terrorist attacks, pandemics, or
political upheavals, fostering collective efforts to rebuild society stronger and more
resilient than before.

Political Stability and Civic Engagement: Patriotic citizens are more likely to
participate actively in elections, exercise their right to vote, engage in constructive
political dialogue, and advocate for policies that promote national development and
strengthen security.

Passing on National Culture and Identity: Patriotism emphasizes the preservation
of cultural heritage and traditions, which can serve as a source of strength and continuity
during periods of uncertainty or societal challenges.

A patriot is defined as an individual who demonstrates love, loyalty, and devotion
to their country!!. Patriots often express their commitment to their country through
actions, beliefs, and attitudes that support national well-being and collective interests.
They demonstrate pride in their nation’s culture, history, values, and achievements, and
actively contribute to societal improvement. Patriots also fulfill their civic
responsibilities, support the national defense system, respect national symbols, and
promote social and political stability. More than a century ago, Khatanbaatar
Magsarjav*? stated, “To call myself a Mongolian, I must possess a heart that beats for
Mongolia.” This sentiment has not lost its relevance; its essence aligns closely with the
definitions of patriotism found in contemporary domestic and international academic
literature and reference works. A patriot is a citizen who loves their country, respects its
cultural and historical heritage, supports and upholds national defense and security
policies, and demonstrates this commitment through their actions, work, and daily
conduct in the service of the nation.

Since its establishment at the initiative of General D.Sukhbaatar®, the Mongolian
National Defense University has honorably fulfilled its responsibilities to the nation and
homeland. The Mongolian National Defense University (MNDU) has articulated its core
values as “National Interests, Tradition, Innovation, Military, Patriotism, Knowledge,
Honor, Ethics, and Social Responsibility,” reflecting its commitment to educating and
training patriotic Mongolians. In addition, MNDU has designated 2025 as the “Year of
Quality Education — Competent Students,” underscoring its dedication to the important
mission of cultivating patriotic and capable citizens.

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CONCLUSION

Today, countries around the world are developing and implementing National
Resilience Strategies and Systems tailored to their unique characteristics. Research
indicates that it is essential for each sector to formulate its own resilience policies, while
the National Resilience Strategy of Mongolia should be deliberated, approved by the
Mongolian Parliament, and implemented nationwide. For Mongolia, it is crucial to
design a National Resilience Strategy that reflects the country’s distinctive features,
including its geopolitical position, geographic conditions, legal framework, economic
environment, historical experiences, cultural heritage, and societal values.

It is essential to promote research across all sectors, provide funding to guide
researchers’ work, facilitate discussion of research findings, and ensure their publication
in both domestic and international academic journals.

A comprehensive analysis should be conducted on the national resilience
strategies and systems of foreign countries with highly developed defense and security
capabilities, to adapt relevant practices into Mongolia’s own framework. It is
particularly important to study the resilience approaches of countries that are
geopolitically or geographically analogous to Mongolia, drawing lessons that can be
tailored to the national context. Additionally, detailed comparative research should be
carried out on the resilience strategies and systems of Mongolia’s two neighboring
countries to identify best practices and potential areas of adaptation.

Research indicates that patriotism plays a critical role in enhancing national resilience
by fostering social cohesion, promoting collective action, and encouraging civic
responsibility. Patriotic citizens serve as the primary agents in strengthening and
expanding national resilience. Cultivating patriotism and nurturing patriotic individuals
are therefore essential for building a robust and resilient nation.

Educational institutions at all levels should be guided to foster the development of
patriotic citizens. This includes incorporating lessons on patriotism into the curriculum
and regularly updating their content to ensure relevance and effectiveness.

The activities of the defense sector and the Armed Forces should focus on
promoting and fostering patriotism. Training and internship programs for both
temporary and permanent military personnel should incorporate patriotic subjects, with
content regularly updated to reflect current needs. Furthermore, the Mongolian National
Defense University could be developed into a national center for “Soldier-Patriotism,”
serving as a model for cultivating patriotic values within the armed forces.
