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ABSTRACT

Human trafficking includes various forms of
exploitation, including  recruitment,  collection,
transportation, and forced labor of recruited girls and
women, forced sexual exploitation, forced sexual
exploitation for other sexual purposes (pornography),
forced marriage or adoption under the guise of family
or free domestic service, forced crime, forced begging,
and illegal organ donation. Therefore, it is necessary to
develop recommendations on preventive measures
based on public participation to identify and stop the
causes and conditions of sexual exploitation.
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I. INTRODUCTION

Crime constantly creates acute problems for society and the state. In the 20th
century, the fight against crime was ranked second or third among the executive
functions and duties of states, but in the new century, this fight has gone beyond the
scope of one nation and has become international. In South America, slaves were forced
to work on tobacco, rice, sugar, and cotton plantations, while in the southern states,
slaves were used to mine gold and silver. By 1850, there were 4 million slaves in the
southern United States alone. In 1850, there were 4 million slaves in the southern
United States alone. This was because slave owners encouraged slaves to have children.
After all, the children of slaves became slaves. In the 1990s, the term /trafficking/ was
used to refer to the so-called “white slave trade” of women. Because white European
women voluntarily emigrated to Arab and Eastern countries and were trafficked into
prostitution, this led European governments to pay special attention to the issue.

At the time, the word trafficking meant the movement of women for the purpose
of engaging in immoral activities. It is impossible to accurately estimate how many girls
and women are trafficked worldwide. International organizations that conduct research
on this issue, such as the UN agency responsible for violence against women, stated in
2000 that “4 million women are trafficked worldwide each year.” A report by the
international organization Global Survival Network also stated that criminal gangs
traffic 4 million women across borders each year, generating $7 billion in profits.

THEORETICAL CONCEPT OF HUMAN TRAFFICKING

Human traffickers use various means to lure irregular workers, including girls and
women, into their trap, such as arranging high-paying jobs abroad or marrying foreign
nationals, and use them as a means of making money. In recent years, the proportion of
human trafficking in the crime structure has tended to increase. The number of victims
of this type of crime has increased 50 times compared to 2000. The crime of human
trafficking is the initial recruitment, collection, transportation, and export of recruited
girls and women for forced labor, forced slavery, and other sexual exploitation
(pornography). This includes various forms of exploitation, including forced marriages
and adoptions to provide free domestic services, forced crime, forced begging, and
illegal organ donation. Human trafficking in Mongolia has a long history. For example,
the Chinese are believed to have started selling Mongolian women as slaves in the 15th
century and continued until the People's Revolution of 1921. A child is a person under
the age of 18.1 A person who has committed the crime of human trafficking can be any
person listed below. These include:

- A person who operates a place where prostitution is organized and the people
who benefit from it, such as a nightclub, beauty salon, or massage parlor, where the
victim is exploited for profit.

- Parents or guardians who intentionally sell, cause to be sold, or give up a child,
as a person who has a duty to support the child through birth, adoption, or guardianship.

- Persons who concealed or protected the victim during the commission of the
crime of human trafficking

- Employers /main employers and contractors/

Article 2 of the UN Trafficking in Persons Protocol defines the purpose of the
document as follows:

a) Combat and prevent human trafficking, with special attention to children and
women

b) Respect human rights and assist and protect victims of trafficking in persons.

c) Cooperate with other signatory countries to achieve these objectives.

The main features of the Protocol against Trafficking in Persons are:

- This type of crime is defined as a crime against humanity because it is
committed with the intention of deceiving and exploiting people.

- The scope of human trafficking, including the recruitment, transportation,
transfer, harboring, and receipt of people for the purpose of exploitation, is expanding.

- To obtain consent, it is necessary to exploit the vulnerability of the victim and to
recruit them subtly, as well as to use force or the threat of force.

- As long as any of the methods mentioned are used, it is defined as a crime,
regardless of whether the victim consents in any way.

- It was noted that the victims of this type of crime are usually children and
women, but men are also affected

- It was acknowledged that there are many different purposes beyond sexual
exploitation

- It includes appropriate human rights-based, socio-economic, political and legal
measures to prevent human trafficking, protect and assist victims of the crime, repatriate
and resocialize them, and impose appropriate punishment on perpetrators.

- He warned that international cooperation is essential to combat and prevent this
type of crime.

Abolition of slavery. In some cases, human trafficking is considered synonymous
with slavery. International law prohibits slavery and the slave trade. The Supplementary
Convention on the Abolition of Slavery, the Slave Trade and the Practices and Customs
Similar to Slavery (1956 Slavery Convention) defines the following two terms: The
state or condition in which a person exercises all or some of the powers inherent in the
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right of ownership is understood as “slavery”, and the person in such a state or
condition is understood as “slave”. Article 7, paragraph a) “Slave trade” means all acts
of capturing or taking possession of a person for the purpose of reducing him to slavery,
all acts connected with the acquisition of a slave for the purpose of selling or
exchanging him all acts of acquiring possession by sale or exchange of a slave acquired
for sale or exchange, including the transportation of a slave as a whole, or the sale of a
slave as defined in Article 7, paragraph c):

Prohibition of forced labor. Forced labor is one of the purposes of human
trafficking. International law prohibits forced labor except in very strict and exceptional
circumstances (such as military service, civil service laws, etc.). It applies to all acts of
forced labor.

Prohibition of debt bondage. “Debt bondage” refers to the continuous exploitation
of a trafficked person by forcing them to work under duress. The 1956 Slavery
Convention defines debt bondage as follows: The condition or condition of a pledge
arising from the performance of a debt obligation by the services of a person “enslaved
in debt,” that is, a person who is the debtor’s own or a person who is dependent on him,
if the value of such services is not properly assessed, is not considered to be payment of
the debt. If the nature and duration of the work are uncertain, it shall be deemed to be
debt bondage” (Article 1, paragraph a). Under international law, debt bondage is
considered illegal.

Prohibition of forced sexual exploitation, sexual exploitation of others, and sexual
exploitation. The Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against
Women, adopted in 1979, prohibits forced prostitution and the exploitation of others
through prostitution. States parties to this convention are obligated to take legal
measures to eliminate all forms of trafficking in women and their sexual exploitation.

The purpose of human trafficking is: Mongolia is considered a source and
recipient country for trafficking in men, women, and children for forced labor and
sexual exploitation. Mongolian citizens work in Turkey, Kazakhstan, Israel, Norway,
and Swedish, and are subjected to sexual exploitation in countries such as South Korea,
Japan, China, Hong Kong, Macau, Malaysia, Germany, Sweden, Belgium, Turkey, and
the United States. Women are also marrying Chinese and South Korean men through
intermediary networks, putting them at risk of being enslaved (as domestic servants)
and forced to sell their bodies.

The rapid development of the mining sector in southern Mongolia has not only
increased internal migration but also increased the risk of becoming victims of human
trafficking abroad, especially across the Mongolian-Chinese border. Drivers of large
trucks transporting coal across the border confiscate their documents as collateral for the
vehicles they are driving, increasing the vulnerability of young women and drivers
waiting to cross the border to prostitution and sexual exploitation. The majority of
victims of human trafficking are children under the age of 18. These young children are
particularly vulnerable to forced begging, theft, and forced labor. They are also still
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being exploited in the informal economy, such as horse racing, mining, construction and
in some cases, sexual exploitation, with the participation of their families.

North Korean and Chinese citizens working in Mongolia are free to travel
anywhere and at any time, with employment opportunities available in various sectors,
including construction, manufacturing, agriculture, forestry, wholesale and retail trade,
machine repair shops, and mining, often with minimal pay. The crime of sexual
exploitation is an objective act that involves:

a) The use of force or the threat of force;

b) The use of power over another person by taking advantage of their position of
power, property, position, or other circumstances, without restricting their freedom of
movement.

This crime differs from human trafficking in that it does not involve restriction of
freedom of movement. If the crime of sexual exploitation is committed while restricting
the victim's freedom of movement and keeping them under control, this qualifies as
domestic human trafficking.

“Use of force” means any active action aimed at inflicting physical violence.?

“Fraud” means to deceive others by concealing the truth or deliberately creating a
false impression through words or actions. This can take the form of making false
promises, such as working abroad, studying abroad, or arranging marriages.

“Exploitation of vulnerability” refers to the exploitation of the victim's economic,
health, or disability status, unfavorable family environment, or other difficult living
conditions.

“Abuse of authority” includes intentional misuse of official or other powers
granted to a person pursuant to legislation or a decision of a competent authority.

“Recruitment” means any act of force, intimidation, coercion, or persuasion of a
person or others to become a party to a crime for trafficking in persons.

This concept also includes involving others in the commission of the crime of
human trafficking, as well as taking advantage of the victim's defenselessness and
subjugation.

A person who is aware of human trafficking will be understood to be transporting
the trafficked person from one place to another, either openly or covertly, by all means
of transport, and to provide all possible support and assistance to the operation.

“Smuggling” refers to knowingly transporting a person who is being trafficked
across the territory of a third country, illegally crossing borders, transferring a person
from one perpetrator to another, or providing any kind of support and assistance for
such activities.

“Sheltering” means temporarily hiding the trafficked person in one’s own or
another’s premises, with or without supervision, until the person is transferred to a
receiving party, after becoming aware of the trafficking.

e CONCLUSION:

The definition of "Victim" in the crime of human trafficking was first legislated
in 2012 by the Law on Combating Human Trafficking. This definition is considered to
be a more victim-friendly provision as it considers the victim in a broader context than
the definition of the victim in other relevant criminal laws. Specifically, The Law on
Combating Human Trafficking provides the opportunity for victims of human
trafficking to contact service providers to receive assistance and services, regardless of
whether they have been identified as victims by the police or judicial authorities.
Although the Law on Combating Human Trafficking stipulates that victims are
provided with five types of rehabilitation services free of charge, there are no detailed
regulations on who will provide the primary services that victims need, such as shelter,
food, and emergency health care, and how and with what funding.

The law also does not detail the budgetary issues related to the provision of
these services. The Save the Children Foundation's research report "Protecting Girls
from Violence and Exploitation” notes the increase in crimes against the sexual freedom
of minors in recent years, and the reasons for this.

For example, the number of rape cases registered with the Police is continuously
increasing, especially in the last 3 years, with approximately 1 case being registered and
investigated per day. About 80% of victims are girls and young women aged 10-29, and
46.8% are girls aged 8-17. Also, among the regulations to be implemented by the law,
the "Regulations on Providing Legal Assistance to Victims of Human Trafficking™ have
not been approved.

Currently, the majority of service providers provide legal advice and advocacy
to victims of human trafficking with the support of international organizations, but
given that this sustainable situation is not being met, there is an urgent need to approve
the above regulations. Further improve the system of services provided to victims,
especially to address the needs of victims whose access to care is not met under current
conditions, regulation is urgently needed to ensure the sustainability of services by
establishing basic victim protection service standards, assessing the quality and
accessibility of services, and ultimately addressing the financing of primary and
rehabilitation victim protection services. Considering the need to intensify preventive
activities in the future, the following suggestions are put forward:

1. The relevant district should intensify research on target age groups vulnerable to
human trafficking.

2. Monitor target age groups vulnerable to human trafficking who are traveling or
studying abroad (distribute advice and warning leaflets to travelers)

3. There is a need to improve the management of public-private partnerships in
carrying out preventive education campaigns for working students.
